Notes from the Treasurer, -

1. The funds are in a very healthy state with some £2,000 more in the funds at this stage last year.

This is mainly due to the reduced number of requests for Doctors’ fees, and the income from the Schools Championships.

D.Blair advised of grants for boxers which can be made available through the Club Support Officer.

R.Clark felt there was scope for advertising R & J Courses through gymnasium publicity material.

at  2.05 pm, and announced that a meeting to consider dates for 2019/20 season  shows would follow.
