Minutes of the Hampshire & IOW ABA Executive Committee Meeting held via Zoom on
Thursday 24th March 2022 at 7.00pm

Participating

Item 1 , - Apologies were received from, Kenny Smart, Colin Hooker
Item 2, - Minutes from the meeting held on Thursday 27th. January 2022.

These minutes having previously been circulated were reviewed.

It was proposed by M.Vince, seconded by D.Tew that these minutes be accepted as a true record.

This was accepted without dissent.

Item 3, - Matters arising from these minutes.
The Treasurer referred to the proposed gift to be presented to Mrs L.Ball on her retirement, and described the items which she was requested to select. This was warmly approved by the Committee.

The cost would be equally divided by Southern Counties, and Hampshire.
Item 4, - Correspondence.

a. From Hampshire

1.The Secretary referred to the Hampshire Executive Committee decision  to disallow the proposed move by Petersfield ABC to Waterlooville, on the grounds that the distance between the 2 clubs would be less than 1 mile. This was in accordance with EB rules. An appeal from Petersfield ABC to EB resulted in EB requesting that a mediation meeting be set up between the 2 clubs in an attempt to reach a mutual agreement. 
The Secretary conducted this meeting with Peter Vince and Avoen Perryman and members from both clubs but unfortunately the mediation was unsuccessful  

The matter is now back with EB for a decision, following which there would be no appeal.

The Chairman advised that he had received a complaint from Petersfield ABC, following a telephone call from G. Mackenzie.

2. The Association finals of the NACS will be held on Saturday 26th March at Golden Ring ABC.

The appointed Doctor had to stand down due to testing positive for covid
Another Doctor had been appointed but needed to leave the venue by 6.00 pm.

An earlier start was not possible, leaving 2 hours for Championship bouts.

The support bouts had been cancelled, and the proposed presentation to Mrs. L.Ball would be postponed until  7th. May.

3. An Emergency meeting of the Hampshire & IOW ABA Executive Committee was held on Sunday 13th. March 2022 via 

The reason for the meeting was to hear a complaint received regarding an open show held by Heart of Portsmouth ABC  on Saturday 5th. February 2022.
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The complaint stated that following the announcement of the result of a Junior bout involving Heart of Portsmouth ABC boxer J. Doran, the Supervisor Dave Tew was accused of being a racist, and Official M. Davis was threatened by members of the Doran family 
Following the show conclusion official M Davies allegedly received a threat not to attend any shows otherwise he’d be stabbed

The Police were informed and investigated the threat, the advice given to M Davies was not to attend any shows until this situation calms down
As a result of this incident, M. Davies has lost access to his daughter, and he has now withdrawn as acting as an official.
The Secretary had called the emergency meeting to decide if the Executive Committee felt that further action would be appropriate. 

Various suggestions were debated, including :-

Pending a satisfactory comment from  Q. Shillingford, detailing the action already taken or intended to be taken, by Heart of Portsmouth ABC, as a consequence of the complaints.

1. Withholding future permits to hold shows from Heart of Portsmouth ABC.      

2. No appointment of Officials at future Heart of Portsmouth ABC shows.

3. Suspension of the boxer.

The Secretary agreed to consult with England Boxing.

The Chairman, and Secretary would invite Q. Shillingford to join them in a ZOOM meeting to seek an explanation as to why there had been no reported details of remedial action by Heart of Portsmouth ABC following the complaint.

Q. Shillingford was unable to attend the proposed Zoom meeting in view of EB duties, but in conversation he advised he was not aware of some of the details of the case, was fully aware of the verbal abuse by some family members towards the officials sat ringside as this was witnessed by his own daughter and had a conversation with his daughter at the time about this and that he showed a complete lack of empathy when recently talking to Xian Blackman-Price following this ugly incident 

The Zoom meeting was held in abeyance, meanwhile the stance of the Executive Committee remains in place.

It was acknowledged that this was the second complaint levelled at Heart of Portsmouth ABC, following a previous complaint concerning a show held at Andover that was crowd and official related 
b. From Southern Counties.

1. Championship Finals.

The Secretary advised that he had 2 complimentary tickets for the NAC Championship Finals

Due to the Association Schools Finals, the Secretary was unable to attend, and would offer the tickets elsewhere.

2. Clubs were required to have access to defibrillators by 1st. June.

A grant of £300 was available to clubs via the EB website.

3. EB has asked for an extra layer in the process of new club applications in the event of an objection, this extra layer is mediation.

The Association would maintain the 1 mile rule as the current rule book states that clubs cannot affiliate within 1 mile of another EB affiliated club which on appeal to EB might well be reversed.

The Secretary would appraise EB with the Association feelings that if mediation was required it should be conducted by EB.
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Item 5, - Treasurer’s report.

The Treasurer had previously circulated a report , the main points of interest being – 

1. The opening balance on 01.06.2021 was £11,074.03 CR in the Current Account. We now have a balance of £12,756.37Cr. We are still showing a profit of £1,682.34 to date. The Reserve Account is now showing a balance of £7,694.99 with interest payment of £0.59. Total balance of both accounts £20,451.36CR.

2. This half of the season we have two Championships hosted by Hampshire, and both shows are at Golden Ring. Saturday 19th. March 2022 – NACs quarter/semis and Saturday 26th. March 2022 NACs Association Finals. As we are hosting these shows we anticipate profits which will contribute towards our final profit margins for this season.

The profit from the shows referred to by the Treasurer, were divided on a 70/30 basis in favour of the Division. 

The Secretary wanted to discuss this current agreement at the AGM with a view to possibly revising it 
The Secretary advised that they had been asked on several occasions if contactless payment was an option for spectators when paying to enter a show and that Hampshire had received some BACS payments.
There is an electronic device on the market which will accept payments.

The cost would be a 1 off £50 to cover the Association and the Division. 

The Committee agreed that this should be purchased.

The Chairman thanked the Treasurer for a very comprehensive report.
Item6, - Hampshire & IOW Training Squad. 

There was no report.
Item 7, - R & J report.

The Secretary advised that there was an R& J Course in progress.
This was being held at Titchfield ABC gymnasium, the first part on Saturday 19th. March 2022 and the 2nd. and final part on Saturday 26th. March 2022.

6 Candidates had attended the first part, which included 4 from Hampshire.

Item 8, - Any other business.

There was no further business.

Item 9, - Date and time of next Executive meeting.
This would be a ZOOM meeting by popular request and would be the Hampshire & IOW ABA 2022 Annual General Meeting, to be held on Sunday 12th. June 2022.

The timing would be an Executive Committee meeting from 9.30 am until 11.30 am, followed by the Annual General Meeting at 12.00 pm.

There being no further business, the Chairman thanked all of those who had participated, and closed the meeting at
